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Purpose
This unit standard specifies the competencies required to identify basic computer equipment and accessories. It includes the application of health and safety standards and the identification of main computer components. This unit standard is intended for those requiring basic computing skills in order to engage in paid employment, other forms of work, and/or vocational education and training.
Special Notes
1. To demonstrate competence, at a minimum, evidence is required of the knowledge of the impact of computing on society, the maintenance of health and safety standards and the identification of main computer components.
2. Assessment evidence may be collected from a real workplace or a simulated real workplace or an appropriate simulated realistic environment in which computer operations are carried out.

3. Tools and equipment may include but are not limited to computer, external devices, storage devices and basic computer applications.

4. Basic troubleshooting includes faulty power supply and cable connections.
5. Performance of all elements in this unit standard must comply with all relevant workplace requirements and /or manufacturer’s specifications.
